REANY’S  ADJALA  NOTES
Reany’s is also spelled Raney’s on one of the Church signs and one of the gravestones in the Reany family plot, but the spelling should be Reany’s according to most records on the family in question.
The cemetery is located on the southwest corner of the 4th Line and 5th Sideroad of Adjala Township, Simcoe County.  The grounds are divided into south and north halves – the apparent division/gap is behind the church.

The photo files on the CD are numbered N or S for north or south half – then a row # preceded by an R -

then a gravestone # - numbered from south to north along each row.

Rows have been numbered from the back (west) - being row 1 - to the front (east).
